That the Fé 16 and Fé 14 Peil and Iomáint Grades be restructured on the following lines:

‘Premier’ Grade

The Board revert to the old system – Co. Section Final and County Final

All teams from the following Divisions – Avondhu, Carbery, Carrigdhoun, Duhallow, Imokilly, Muskerry and Beara, where applicable, play in an open draw competition with the winners of this competition deemed County Section Winners. These winners will then play the winners of the Seandún Division in the County Final proper.

Medals to be provided for the County Section Final.

The matter of inclusion of full Divisional teams (should they be allowed compete) to be decided by the Board.

‘A’ Grade

To follow the same format as the ‘Premier’ Grade with the following exception:

“That certain teams in the Seandún Division be excluded from the ‘A’ Grade. These teams to be decided on an annual basis.”

‘B’ Grade

Continue as before with all Divisions to take part from the start of the competition.

‘C’ Grade

Continue as before with all Divisions to take part from the start of the competition.

That no AMALGAMATED teams, except in gravely extenuating circumstances (decided by Board) to be allowed take part in this Grade.
This Grade be confined to teams with PROVEN lack of numbers and be winners of a Divisional Competition. Nomination should not suffice except in the event of failure to complete a Divisional Competition and then only at the request of the Board.

‘A’ Grade

To eliminate one sided games in the early rounds of this competition, it is suggested that the following format be adopted for a trial period of one year.

That the Board decide on three strong Divisional winners and these be promoted to an A1 Grade. These will be drawn in an open draw together with the winners of the Seandún Division. Two semi-finals, One final.

That the ‘A’ Grade consist of the representatives of other Divisional Winners plus the Runners Up of the three stronger Divisions who have already supplied representatives to the A1 Grade. This competition be on an open draw system. Certain named teams in the Seandún Division be excluded from this grade, with these being decided on an annual basis.

‘B’ Grade

That the ‘B’ Grade consist of graded B teams from all Divisions who have won their respective Divisional Championships and this competition be on an open draw system.

‘C’ Grade

Continue as before with all Divisions to take part from the start of the competition.

That no AMALGAMATED teams, except in gravely extenuating circumstances (decided by Board) to be allowed take part in this Grade.

This Grade be confined to teams with PROVEN lack of numbers and be winners of a Divisional Competition. Nomination should not suffice except in the event of failure to complete a Divisional Competition and then only at the request of the Board.
